DECLARATION OF JO LYNN MCCAUGHEY

I, Jo Lynn McCaughey, declare as follows:

1. "My name is Jo Lynn McCaughey. I am over the age of21 and competent to give
this declaration.

2. All of the information set forth herein is within my personal knowledge and is
true and correct.

3. On May 6, 1993, the bodies of Steven Branch (who was nicknamed "Stevie"),
Christopher Byers and Michael Moore, were discovered in the Robin Hood Hills
area of West Memphis, Arkansas. The boys had been murdered.

4. I am the sister of Pam Hobbs ("Pam"). Pam is the mother of Stevie. At the time
of the murders, Pam was married to Terry Hobbs ("Terry"). I have known Terry
throughout his marriage to Pam (from the mid-1980s to 2004) up to the present.

5. The press and public have been very inquisitive about the murders of the boys and
the subsequent trial of three teenagers for the murders. The teenagers who were
tried and convicted of the murders have been called the "West Memphis 3."
News organizations from allover the world have covered the story of the
murders, the trials, the West Memphis 3, the families of the victims, and the effect
the murders and whole ordeal has had on the families.

6. Soon after the murders, the national television show America's Most Wanted did a
story on the murders of Stevie, Christopher and Michael. I have seen statements
by the West Memphis Police Department that after the show aired they received a
great number of phone calls and leads on the case.

7. The Geraldo Show, another national television show, also did a show on the
murders, the victims, the families of the victims, and the West Memphis 3. Both
Pam and Terry were on this episode of The Geraldo Show in 1994. Attached here
to as Exhibit 1 is a true and correct copy of the transcript of that show.
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8. My family has received, and Pam and Terry in particular have received, a huge
volume of letters and cards from people allover the world expressing their
sympathy and interest in the case. Even Bill Clinton, the president of the United
States, sent Pam and Terry a letter expressing his sympathy over their loss. We
have also been contacted for interviews by countless news organizations,
magazines and other media outlets from all over the world. Numerous websites
including TV and newspaper sites, have stories on the events, on Pam and Terry
and the other parents, on the victims, on the West Memphis 3, on the trials and on
theories of the case.

9. I know Terry has been repeatedly contacted by the media, and he has willingly
appeared on television and given interviews to the media to discuss the murders,
his whereabouts on May 5 and 6, 1993, the trials of the West Memphis 3 and the
effect of those events on him and his family. The press has always been
interested in Terry as it relates to the case, the murders, the events, the trials and
the families, and Terry has willingly talked to press and the public many times
about the events.

10. The press and public interest in the victims, the victims' families, the West
Memphis 3, the trials, and the events surrounding the murders has continued from
1993 to the present.

11. The cable network HBO showed two documentaries about the Murders and the
trials, called Paradise Lost, Parts I and II. Those documentaries received a lot of
attention and press, and made the murders, trials, victims and victims' families
even more well known.

12. In 2006, Terry and Pam entered into a deal with Dimension Films to sell their
story and Stevie's story to Dimension Films. It is my understanding that
Dimension Films bought those rights so they could make a movie about Stevie,
Pam and Terry, the murders, the West Memphis 3 and the trials. The agreement
with Dimension Films also gave Dimension Films permission to use information
from any book that Terry or Pam wrote. Terry and Pam each got $12,500 for
signing the agreement. Representatives of Dimension Films interviewed Terry
and Pam to get background for the movie. Attached as Exhibits 2 and 3 are true
and correct copies of the transcripts of the interviews that Dimension Films did
with Pam and Terry. I know about the contract, the rights, the money and the
interviews because Terry and Pam each told me about them.

13. The public's interest in the events related to the murders went way up in 2007,
when the defense team for Damien Echols filed a request for release of Damien
based on new evidence. The new evidence included evidence that DNA from one
hair that had been found in the ligature binding one of the victims was consistent
with the hair of Terry and that DNA from another hair found at the murder scene
was consistent with the hair ofTerry's friend, David Jacoby.
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14. Other new evidence was provided by me. I was at Pam and Terry's house on
May 6, 1993. I personally saw Terry wash clothes, bed linens and curtains at an
odd hour. It was very strange to me that he would do all of that laundry at such a
horrible time. It was also strange that he was not just washing the dirty laundry,
but was also taking clothes out of the dresser drawers and washing those, too. It
was my opinion that there was no other reason or pressing need that I am aware of
for Terry to do that laundry at that time other than to hide evidence of the crimes.

15. Also in 2003, I was with Pam when we found numerous knives in Terry's
nightstand. I showed the knives to my father, Jackie Hicks, Sr. and he recognized
one of the knives as a pocketknife he had given to Stevie that Stevie always had
with him. Pam had been surprised that the knife was not found with Stevie's
body. When I showed the knife to my father and told him that Terry had it, my
father was devastated. I was again immediately concerned that Terry was
somehow involved in the murders.

16. Terry also made comments about the murders that made me uncomfortable and
made me question his involvement. In 2003 or 2004, Terry asked me if I felt like
he had murdered Stevie. I asked him why he was questioning me like that. He
said he wanted to know. I told him that if he asked me then I was going to tell
him what I truly felt. I told him I believed he was involved in Stevie's murder
either directly or indirectly. He told me that hurt his feelings. Then we were
talking about whether Christopher Byers had been mutilated, and Terry said the
pathologist had said the cut was so precise that if it wasn't done by a surgeon
perhaps it was done by a jeweler. My husband is a jeweler, so I said that theory
did not quite fit. I looked at him, and Terry then said, something like, "You know
I've got experience from working in a slaughterhouse, don't you?"

17. In May of 2007, investigators for the West Memphis 3 interviewed me and I told
them about the laundry, the knife and other concerns I had about Terry.

18. On or about June 19,2007 I met with the West Memphis Police Department for a
formal interview about my concerns about Terry and whether he was involved in
the murder of Stevie and the other little boys. I believe that my interview has
been public and available for people and the press to access since that time. A
true and copy of that interview is attached hereto as Exhibit 4.

19. I told the West Memphis Police Department on or about June 19, 2007 about my
concerns and suspicions about Terry Hobbs and whether he was involved in the
murder of Stevie and the other little boys.

20. In July and August of 2007, Pam gave interviews to the press and in those
interviews she stated that she believed that Terry was involved in the murders.
Also in those interviews, Pam discussed the fact that Terry waited until 9 p.m. to
tell her that Stevie was missing, the discovery of the pocketknife in Terry's
things, and the chronology of events on May 5, 1993.
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21. Also in June of 2007, the West Memphis police interviewed Terry. The West
Memphis Police Department made that interview of Terry available to the public
and press. There were many newspaper reports following Terry's interview which
discuss the fact that the West Memphis police had interviewed Terry.
Additionally, the video of the interview of Terry was posted on the Internet and
can be easily located by doing a Google search of Terry Hobbs and the West
Memphis Police.

22. In the 2007 police interview, Terry claims he and Pam saw a suspicious black
man on May 6, 1993. At no time since the murders have Terry or Pam ever
mentioned to me seeing a black man on May 5 or May 6, 1993.

23. In October 2007, I gave an interview to the press in which I stated, "Terry Hobbs
had the motive. Terry Hobbs is the one suspected of murder and the wounds that
were inflicted on my nephew where turtles bit his face. No knives and no
weapons were used."

24. In sum, I have informed Terry, I have informed the newspapers (in October of
2007), I have informed the West Memphis 3 investigators (in May of 2007) and I
informed the West Memphis Police Department (in June of 2007) that I believe
that it is possible that Terry was involved in the murders of Stevie and the other
little boys.

25. Damien Echols' lawyers and the West Memphis 3 spread the word out in the
press and the news about this new evidence - the DNA, the laundry, the knife,
and the fact that the police had interviewed Terry among other things - and about
their filing to get Damien Echols out of prison or a new trial. Echols' defense
team held a big press conference in late October of 2007, on the new evidence and
the filing and it was covered by press from allover the country.

26. Many newspapers carried the story of the new evidence, of the police interviews
of Terry, of Damien Echols' court filing, of the DNA findings, and of the
suspicions of whether Terry was involved in the murders. All of the new
evidence and Echols' filing, starting in July of 2007, caused an intense new wave
of publicity on the murders, the trials, the West Memphis 3, and, of course, Terry
Hobbs.

27. My family and I personally witnessed all this attention and press because I saw it,
and we got requests for interviews from the press, news organizations and others
regarding the new evidence and the filing.

28. Starting in approximately July 2007, Terry was even more in the spotlight than
before because he was so involved in the new evidence - the DNA which was
consistent with him and his friend, his possession of Stevie's prized knife, doing
the laundry at odd hours and being interviewed by the West Memphis police.

29. Terry hired a spokesman to talk to the press. The spokesperson gave interviews
to a number of news organizations and willingly talked to them about Terry and
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the murders. Numerous articles ran regarding his spokesperson's conversations
with the press in which he addressed Terry's possible involvement in the murders
based on the new evidence and on the Damien Echols' filing and on the
information put forward by the Echols team. The spokesman was Ross Sampson.
Ross Sampson was the entertainment lawyer that negotiated an agreement in
which Terry and Pam sold the rights to their story to Dimension Films.

30. Also around that time, Terry gave interviews to media where he himself talked
about the new evidence and whether he was involved in the murders. I saw and
read many of these articles, and Terry said that the West Memphis 3 defense team
had ruined his reputation by bringing forward all of the new evidence. On many
occasions prior to July 2007, Terry has told many people that my family has
ruined his reputation because we believe he was involved in the murders. I've
also seen statements from Terry where he says the West Memphis 3 defense team
has ruined his reputation and life.

31. I have a copy of a book handwritten by Terry Hobbs which I found in some of
Pam's things. I read it. It is about the murders, the events, the trials, his
whereabouts on the night in question and how he has been affected by all the
events. The book is strange in that Terry always refers to Stevie as "the boy," not
by name.

32. Terry has very bad morals. He has behaved very badly to his family and he is a
mean person. Terry has a very bad reputation in the community. Some of the
reasons that I think so little of Terry Hobbs' reputation and moral character are
listed below.

33. Terry has repeatedly sexually molested his daughter, Amanda. Not long before
Stevie's death, when Amanda was 4 years old, Amanda told me that Terry had put
his fmger into her "booty."

34. I told Pam what Amanda had told me. Pam took Amanda to the hospital and the
doctor confirmed that there had been penetration.

35. Throughout the years, Amanda has repeatedly accused Terry of sexual abuse. In
approximately 2002, Amanda told me that Terry had grabbed her breasts. On one
occasion Amanda called me at 3 AM and asked me to come and get her in Paris,
Tennessee and take her away from Terry. She refused to go back home to Terry. I
told her that I was 2 hours away and thilt we should get her mom, Pam, to go and
get her. She said okay, and that she wanted me to meet her and Pam halfway. So
Pam went and got Amanda and I met them halfway. Amanda came with me to
Blytheville and refused to go back to Terry in Memphis. I called the Tennessee
government and told them that Amanda had told me that Terry had sexually
molested her. Tennessee sent an agency to investigate the matter. They
interviewed Amanda and made a report.
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36. Terry is also a known drug user. Pam ultimately decided to leave Terry and move
from Memphis to Blytheville, Arkansas. Terry tried to take Stevie's things from
Pam. I had moved to a bigger house so Pam and Amanda could stay with me and
my husband. I went to Memphis with Pam to pack her things. We took the police
with us so Terry could not hurt anyone. When we got there, Terry had taken all
of Stevie's belongings and locked them up in the trunk of his car. He lied to the
police and told the police that he did not have Stevie's belongings. I told the
police that Stevie's belongings were probably in the trunk of his car. The police
asked Terry to go open up the trunk of his car. Before we could get out to the car,
Amanda had pulled out Terry's drug paraphernalia from where he hid it and
showed it to the police. The police made Terry open the trunk of his car, and
when he did, he could see that all of Stevie's things were in the trunk. The police
then arrested Terry. I know that Terry has been involved in drugs. He has used
marijuana, cocaine and crystal methamphetamine.

37. Later, when Amanda was older, she again told me that Terry had sexually abused
her and that he was physically abusive to her when she was pregnant. She said
that Terry slammed her into a sink, causing the loss of the pregnancy.

38. I am aware that Terry had molested a neighbor of his many years earlier; the
neighbor's name was Mildred French, and while Mildred was in the shower Terry
broke in, went in her bathroom, and grabbed her breasts.

39. Terry, I believe, physically abused his wife, Pam, and he has shot my brother with
a gun, which ultimately resulted in my brother's death. In 1997, Terry and Pam
had an argument in which Terry had hit Pam in the face and Pam called the family
to come help her. My brother, Jackie Hicks, Jr., got into a fight with Terry when
they got to Pam's house (Terry was supposed to have left) and Terry shot my
brother in the abdomen in front of my parents. My brother was seriously injured,
and had to have a large number of surgeries as a result. My brother died in
approximately February of 2006 from complications with one of those surgeries.

40. Terry is a violent individual who is always armed. Terry always had guns around.
Also, it seemed like he traded guns with other people a lot. In fact, it was very
strange, but Terry would frequently obtain a gun, take it somewhere and later, he
wouldn't have the old gun, but he would have a new, different gun.

41. Terry has squandered the charity the public gave to Stevie's family. People from
all over the country have sent money and gifts to Pam and Terry to help them take
care of their family in the time of crisis. The money that has come in has been
squandered by Terry. Terry has literally used thousands of dollars given by
sympathetic people for his own interests.

42. Terry physically abused Stevie when they were alone. Terry had a bad
relationship with Stevie. He would punish Stevie by hitting him with a belt until
he drew blood. Terry would also punish Stevie by locking him in a closet. One
time when Stevie was staying with my parents and he was potty training, he had a

DECLARATION OFMARIE HICKS

I, MarieHicks, declareasfollows:

1. My nameis Marie Hicks. I am over the ageof 21 and competentto give this
declaration.

2. All of the informationset forth hereinis within my personalknowledgeand is
trueandcorrect.

3. I amthe motherof PamHobbsandthe grandmotherof StevenBranch,who was
called Stevie, one of the boys killed in the Robin Hood Hills Murders which
occurredon May 5, 1993. Steviewas Pam'ssonfrom her marriageto Steven
Branch.

4. My daughterPamwas marriedto Terry Hobbsuntil 2004. I believethey were
marriedin the mid 1980s. As a result, I haveknown Terry Hobbsfrom the mid
1980sto thepresent.PamandTerry hadadaughter,Amanda,in 1989.

5. Ever since the murderof Stevie, the presshas beenfollowing the story of the
three boys, their murdersand the trial of three teenagers,the West Memphis
Three,for thosemurders. After theywereconvicted,manypeoplebeganto think
the West Memphis Threedid not commit the murders. As a result,therehave
beenmanyarticleswritten aboutthe eventsandmanyquestionsraisedaboutwho
committed the crimes. There have beennumerousnewspaperarticles, many
television news reports, and many postingson the internet, not just about the
murders,the trials and the West Memphis Three,but also aboutthe little boys
who werekilled andtheir families.

6. Whenword got out aboutthe murdersit seemedlike so very manypeoplefrom
aroundthe countryheardabout it and were interestedin Stevieand his family.

MemphisThreeandthe families andthe eventssurroundingthe murders. Since
1993,thepresshaskeptthestoryin the papersandonthetelevision.

10. Hairs were found at the crime scene. In July 2007, the resultsof DNA testing
were released. The DNA testingrevealedthat onehair was possiblythe hair of
Terry Hobbs,andonehair waspossiblythehair of Terry'sfriend, David Jacoby.
Thepapersreportedtheresultsof theDNA testing.

11. About that sametime, in June, 2007, the West Memphis Police Department
interviewed Terry. The papersreportedthat the West Memphis Police had
interviewedTerry.

12. Terry gaveinterviewsin July, 2007to newsmedia. HetalkedabouttheDNA and
aboutwhetherhewasinvolvedin themurders.He saidhehadbeenquestionedby
thepolice. I sawa goodnumberof thesearticles.

13. Terry alsohired a spokesman.The spokespersongaveinterviewswith the press
and talked about the DNA evidenceand whether Terry was involved in the
murders.

14. My daughterJo Lynn hadfound in Terry's nightstanda pocketknifethat Stevie
usedto carry with him everywhere,andthat we thoughthe would havehadwith
him at the time of the murders. This mademe very concernedaboutwhy Terry
hadthatknife.

J5. In late 2007, one of the teenagersthat had been convicted for the murders,
DamienEcholswent to court to try to get releasedbasedon the DNA andnew
evidence. His requestof the court broughtevenmorepublic attentionto Terry,
becausehis filing put forward the DNA consistentwith Terry andhis friend, the
knife evidenceandotherevidence. Newpapersandtelevisionnewsmadereports
onthe filing by DarnienEchols.I sawallthis pressandattention,andmembersof
my family werecalledby thenewsagenciesfor interviewsandstatements.

16. Terry was in the middle of all of this pressstartingin July of 2007becausethe
DNA wasconsistentwith his. Also, Terry told the police in his police interviews
in June2007 that severalof his relatives suspecthim in the murdersand the

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papersreportedthataswell. Terrywasalsoin thepressbecausehis spokesperson
wasgiving interviewsandsowashe.

17. I wasvery closeto Stevie,andhe wduld frequentlyvisit me or stayovernightat
my house. On oneoccasion,Steviewasover at my housevisiting. He hadbeen
playing, andI went to look for him. I could not find him. Ultimately, I found
Steviehiding in oneof my closets. WhenI askedhim why he was in the closet,
he told me he hadgoneto the bathroom(defecated)in his pants. Stevietold me
thathewasscaredthatTerry would hurt him for "messing"his pants,andtold me
thatTerry alwayspunishedhim severelywhenhehad"accidents." Stevietold me
that Terry had locked Stevie in the closet as punishmentfor having such
accidents.

18. Onetime, Terry andhis daughter,Amanda,wereat my house. Out of nowhere,
Amandaannounced"Daddy [Terry] stickshis finger up my butt." Terry jumped
up and grabbedAmandaandtook her to anotherroom. Whenthey cameback,
Amandasaidthat shehadbeenlying, that her daddyhadnot stuckhis finger in
rearend. Iknewthat a four yearold would not just comeup with that statement
outof theblue,if therehadnot beensomesortof abuse.

I, JudySadler,declareasfollows:

1. "My nameis Judy Sadler. I am over the ageof 21 and competentto give this
declaration.

2. All of the information set forth herein is within my personalknowledgeand is
trueandcorrect.

3. I amthe auntof StevenBranchor "Stevie,"who wasoneof the threelittle boys,
murderedin RobinHoodHills areaof WestMemphis,Arkansason or aboutMay
5, 1993.

4. PamHobbs,themotherof Stevie,is my sister.

5. Pam was married to Terry Hobbs. Terry Hobbs is a party in the suit, Terry
Hobbs. v. Natalie Pasdar, et aI, CV No.: 4-09-CV-008BSM. I know Terry very
well.

6. Therehasbeena whole lot of press,newspaperandtelevisionstories,magazine
articles and internetblogs about the murderof Stevie and the other little boys,
aboutthe trials of the teenagerswho weretried for the murders,aboutthe yvents
of thatnight of the murders,aboutthefamilies of thevictims andabouttheeffect
on the families of all the events.Many, many newspapers,authors,television
stations,websites and othershave contactedmy family, and Pamand Terry in
particular, to interview them about and to discussthe murders,the trials, the
teenagersconvictedand the effect of theseevents. Pam and Terry have both
given interviewson thesetopics. I rememberthat they havebeenon television
shows. I haveseenTerry on The Geraldo Showand AndersonCooper360. I
havereadnumerousarticleswhereTerryhasbeenquotedanddiscussed.

7. I wasvery closeto Stevie,andwe frequentlyhadpersonal,privateconversations.
WhenSteviewaseight, I wasonly 15, so we werefairly closein age. Steviewas
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very scaredof Terry. Stevietold meonthatonmanyoccasions,Terry hadlocked
Stevie in the closet as punishmentfor things he had done. I have personal
knowledgethatTerry beatStevieon multiple occasions.

8. When Steviehadjust turned7 yearsold, he told me that Terry madehim and
Amanda(age 3 or 4) watch pornography. Whenhe madeAmandaand Stevie
watch pornography,he would always have Amandaon his lap. If Stevie told
Terry that he didn't want to watchthe pornography,Terry would lock Steviein
theclosetuntil about30 minutesbeforePamgothome. SteviesaidthatTerry told
Stevienot to tell anyonewhattheyweredoing,andthatif hedid, Terrywouldkill
Stevie'sgrandmother(Marie Hicks), Stevie'sgrandfather(JackieHicks, Sr.) and
Pam.

9. Stevie also told me that Terry would make Stevie watch Terry masturbate.
Additionally, Terry would make SteviesexuallymolestAmanda. Terry would
watchandtell Steviewhat to do sexuallyto Amanda. Thesewerenot isolated
incidents;theywererecurringfrom thetime Steviewassix until his death.

10. I wishthat I hadtold peopleaboutwhatTerrywasdoingto StevieandAmanda. I
knew it was wrong. But Stevie was scaredand made me promise not telL
Additionally, I was a child myself, andwas scaredaboutwhat would happento
my family if I did tell.

11. StevieabsolutelyhatedTerry. SometimesStevietold me that he wishedTerry
was deadbecausehe was so meanandbad. Stevietold me that he wantedhis
motherto leaveTerry.

12. On oneoccasionin 1993,Steviespecificallytold methathewantedPamto leave
"DaddyTerry."

13. AttachedheretoasExhibit 1 aretrueandcorrectcopiesof pagesfrom Amanda's
journal, in her handwriting. In it, Amandadiscussesthe sexual and physical
abusethatTerry inflicted onher.

14. I am awarethat Terry hashit my sisterPamin the face and that Terry shotmy
brother,Jackie.

15. Terry hasa horriblereputationin theArkansasandTennesseecommunitieshehas
lived in. He is known to beviolent. He is knownto carryanduseguns. He has
hit my sisterPamin the face. He beathis step-son,Stevie. He is knO"WIl to use
drugs. He useddrugs like cocaine,crystal methamphetamineandmarijuanain
front of StevieandStevie'shalf-sister,Amanda. Terry'sdaughter,Amanda,has
told methatTerryhassexuallymolestedher. Terry is frequentlyoutofwork. He
is a known gamblerwho oftengoesto Tunicawith whateverlittle moneyhehas.
Terry hasa criminal record,andwasput on probationfor yearsfor shootingmy
brother.

DECLARATION OF PAMELA MARIE HOBBS

I, PamelaMarie Hobbs, declareasfollows:

1. "My nameis PamelaMarie Hobbs. I amoverthe ageof 21 andcompetentto give
this declaration.

2. All of the informationset forth herein is within my personalknowledgeand is
trueandcorrect.

3. On May 6, 1993, the police found three little boys, Steve Branch ("Stevie"),
ChristopherByers and Michael Moore, murderedin Robin Hood Hills (the
"Murders").

A. I amthemotherof StevenBranch,oneof theboyskilled in theRobinHoodHills
Murderswhichoccurredonor aboutMay 5, 1993.

5. At the time of the Murders, I was marriedto Terry Hobbs, the plaintiff in the
lawsuit entitled Terry Hobbs v. Natalie Pasdar, et al., CV No.: 4-09-CV­
008BSM. I wasmarriedto Terry Hobbsfrom 1986until 2004. WhenI married
Terry, my son Stevie, from my prior marriage to Steve Allen Branch, was
approximatelyoneandone-half(lllz) yearsold. Later, in 1989,Terry andI hada
daughter,AmandaHobbs("Amanda").

6. Throughoutthe time I have known Terry, he has had a bad reputation and
character. Specifically, he is known to me and my family to have very poor
characterand reputation,and in the West Memphis, Memphis and Crittendon
County areaI believehe is generallyknown to have a bad reputationand low
character. The following eventswhich I describebelowareonly someexamples
ofTerry'sactivitieswhich reflectuponhis characterandreputation.
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7. During our marriage,Terry was a regularuserof drugs. He frequentlysmoked
marijuana in our home and out of the house. He also used crystal
methamphetamineandcocaine.

8. Terry wasviolent andhehit metwice. In 1999,Terry andI got into anargument.
I insinuatedthat Terry hada girlfriend. As I attemptedto leavethe houseto get
away from Terry andjust drive aroundto cool off, Terry fought me for the car
keys. Whenhecouldn'tgetthekeys,Terry hit mein thefacewith aclosedfist. I
wastruly hurt, andwasworriedthathehadbrokenmy jaw becausehehadhit me
sohard. I calledmy family, andI talkedto my brother,Kevin Hicks. I askedhim
what a brokenjaw felt like. My brotherand parentsimmediatelycameto check
on me. I told Terry my family wascomingto takecareof me andI believedthat
Terry would leavethe house. Instead,Terry waitedoutsidefor them, sitting on
thetailgateofhis truck.

9. Whenmy family arrived,therewasa fight betweenTerry andmy brother,Jackie
Hicks, Jr. As they were fighting, Terry pulled out a gun and shotJackiein the
abdomen. He was moving to againshootJackieandmy father startedwalking
toward Terry. At that point, Terry pointedthe gun at my dad and said"You'd
betternot go any farther; I'll shootyou, too, you fat motherfucker." My father,
JackieHicks Sr. was able to grab the gun from Terry's hands. My brotherwas
severelyinjured as a result of the gunshot. He had to haveover ten surgeries.
The doctors first decidedto leavethe bullet where it was lodgedbecausethey
thoughtit would kill him to removeit, but later it causeda bowel obstruction,so
theyremovedthebullet. After thatsurgeryto removethebullet, Jackiedeveloped
a bloodclot anddiedfrom ananeurysm.

10. Terry would frequentlyhit the kids with a belt. He would makethem hold up
their handsin theair ashewhippedthem. SometimeswhenhewhippedSteviehe
would leavebeltmarksonhim.

11. Stevieand Terry did not havea good relationship. Steviehad a journal that he
hadbeenwriting in at schoolbeforehe died. On the backof the journal Stevie
hadwritten, "Stevie,Sr. is my real dad." In fact, approximatelythreedaysbefore
Stevie'sdeath,Stevieaskedmeto leaveTerry.

12. In contrast,Terry wasvery closeto Amandaand favoredher. He wasprotective
of her but not closeto Stevie. Terry actedlike he resentedStevieor considered
him arival.

13. Terry did not grieve for Steviewhen Steviewas murdered. In fact, he did not
seemto beaffectedby Stevie'sdeathat all.

14. Two weeks after Stevie died, Terry left town. Terry left me in Blytheville,
Arkansasandmovedto Hardy, Arkansas. He saidI wastoo muchto handleand
thathecouldnot stayaroundme anymore.

15. I hadTerry Hobbs'nameremovedfrom Stevie'sgravestone.
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16. Many people were very kind and generousto me and my family following
Stevie'sdeath. When money startedcoming in to our family from strangers
trying to help,Terry alwaystook anymoneyallottedto our family. I do notknow
whatheusedthemoneyfor.

17. Terry hasalso mistreatedour daughter,Amanda.In 1993,whenAmandawas 4
yearsold, my sister,Jo Lynn McCaughey,told me thatAmandahadtold her that
Terryhadput his finger into Amanda's"booty."

18. I took Amandato the hospital in Blytheville, Arkansas,so a doctor could do a
physical examination. That doctor told me that Amanda had beenvaginally
penetratedandthatshehada yeastinfection.

19. In approximately2002,whenAmandawasolder,approximately13 yearsold, and
developinginto a young woman, she told Jo Lynn (and Jo Lynn told me) that
Terry grabbedher breasts. This revelationcausedme greatconcernbecauseit
wasthe secondtime AmandahadsaidthatTerry hadsexuallymolestedher.

20. As a resultandbecauseI wasconcernedaboutAmanda,I askedAmandawhether
Terry had actually grabbedher breasts. Amandatold me that yes, it was true,
Terry hadgrabbedherbreasts.

21. Terry hasbeenviolent andabusiveto peopleoutsidemy family aswell. Prior to
our marriage,Terry wasmarriedto AngelaTimms. I sawthe divorcepapersin
which AngelaaccusedTerryof sexuallymolestingtheir son,BryanHobbs.

22. Terry has tried to take Stevie'sold possessions- the only things I have left of
Stevie,really - from me. In 2004, Jo Lynn and I went to seea Billy Ray Cyrus
concert. Terry showedup. I got my picturetakenwith Billy RayCyrus. Thenext
day JohnWalsh, of America'sMost Wanted, was at the casinoand Terry and I
were able to seeMr. Walsh, to speakto him and to tell him that he was an".
inspiration to victims like me. John Walsh had featured Stevie's case on
America'sMost Wanted,andhe told me that I was a lady with a lot of courage
andthat I shouldnot give up.

23. The next day Terry saidto me, "I'm glad I'm from the mountains." He saidhe
wasgladhewasfrom the mountainsbecausehe couldtell the differencebetween
a slut (hesaidslutor whore,I cannotrememberwhich) anda lady. It wasclearto
me that Terry wascalling me a whoreor a slut, just becauseI hadtalkedto John
Walsh.

24. WhenAmandaand I returnedtherewas a note on the door from Terry that said
somethinglike, "I'm gonefor the weekendanddon't comebackbecauseI won't
be backuntil then." Amandawasableto get in thehousethroughthebackdoor.
When she got inside she saw that Terry was there. He hadn't left or gone
anywhere.
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25. Amandalet me into the house. Terry wasangryandwe beganto fight. Amanda
and I left and I askedthe police to comewith us to get our things so we could
moveout. Amandawasawarethather father,Terry, useddrugs,andshetold the
police that her father did drugs. Amandatold the police officers that Terry did
cocaineand he did crystal methamphetamine.The police askedher, "Do you
know wherehe keepshis drugs?" Whenwe got backto the house,Amandawent
backinto thebedroomandfoundmarijuanaanda white powder.

26. Whenthe police escortedme into the house,the first thing I went to look for was
the little suitcasethathadbelongedto Steviewhich Steviehadlabeled"My Ninja
Stuff: Do Not Touch." Stevie'ssuitcasewasnot whereI kept it. I askedTerry
wherethe suitcasewas. He saidhe did not know. The police officers told Terry
that if he knew wherethe suitcasewas and whereStevie'sthings were and that
they wantedhim to go and get them. One police officer took Terry out to his
vehicle and had him open the trunk. Everything of Stevie's, including the
suitcase,wasin thetrunk ofTerry'scar.

27. At somepoint after our divorce in 2004, I did return to Memphis to live with
Terry and Amanda,becauseTerry was allowing a twenty-one-year-oldman to
live with Amanda,who wasonly fifteen. I felt like I was going to loseAmanda
aswell as Stevie,so I went backto Memphisand lived with Terry andAmanda
for anotherfifteen monthsor so, so that I couldbe aroundmy daughterandtry to
protecther.

For all ofthereasonsI statedabove,I believeit is possiblethatTerry wasinvolvedin the

murdersof Stevie,ChristopherandMichael."

1. «My nameis John.Mark Byers. I am over the ageof 21 and competentto give
this decl.ara.tion.

2. All of the inforo'l.ation set forth herein is within my personalknowledgeand is
trueandcorrect.

3. I am the fatherof ChristopherByers. Christopheris one of the 8 yearold boys
who was murderedin Robin Hood Hills, WestMemphis,Arkansas,on or about
May 5, 1993.

4. In 1994,threeteenagers,DamienEchols,JessieMiskelley, Jr. andJasonBaldwin
wereconvictedof themur.ders. Thepresshasreferredto thesethreeteenagersas
theWestMemphis3.

5. It is alm.ostunbelievablethe attentionthat the public and presshavefocusedon
themurders,the trials, the WestMemphis�3�~ thevictims andthevictim's families.
Newspapersfrom West Memphis, �A�r�k�a�n�s�a�s�~ Memphis, Tennessee,Little Rock,
Arkansas,andall overthe United States,including TheNew York Timeshaverun
storieson the murders,the trials, the WestMemphis3, the victims, the victim's
families andhowall of theseeventshaveeffectedeveryone.

6. HBO, the national cablechannel,hasair.edtwo docum.entarieson the murderers,
the t'rials and the victims and their families. The first documentaryis called
ParadiseLost: Child Murders at Robin Hood Hills, the seconddocumentaryis
canedParadiseLost: Revelations.I know thatthedocumentarieshaveappeareda
numberof times on REO. I also know that the documentariesare availablefor
rental on VHS al:ld rDVD. There is no telling how many peoplehave seenthis
story of the murderers,the trials andthe victims andtheir families asa resultof
thesedocumentaries.
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7. Soon after the �m�u�r�d�e�r�s�~ in J994, Pam Hobbs and Terry Hobbs ("Hobbs"), the
parentsof one of the victims, Stevie �B�r�a�n�c�h�~ appearedon Tlw Geraldo Showto
discussthe murder.s,the trials, the West Memphis3, how their lives havebeen
affectedby themurdersandsomeof theeventsofMay 5, 1993.

8. In Jtule of 2007, the West Memphis police interviewed TeIl'Y Hobbs. The
interviewofHobbswasmadepublic andwasputon the Internet.Thevideo ofihe
interviewandtranscriptsof the interviewareavailableto the pressandpublic and
havebeensincearoundthe time of the interview. If you sear.chthe net for Terry
HobbsWestMemphispoliceyou canfwd videosof thesein.terviews.

9. Tn JuneandJuly 2007, certaineventshappenedthat madethe murders,the �t�r�i�a�l�s�~

the victims, the victims' famjJjes and Terry Hobbs·in particular even more the
focus of pressattention.Specifically,new evidencecameto light regardingthe
mutdersandthat new evidencewas madepublic in July of 2007.The first bit of
new evidencethat cameto light was that two hairs had beenfound at the crime
scene.Thesehairsweretestedfor DNA, andonehair wasconsistentwith thehair
of Hobbs. The other hair was consistentwith the hair of Hobbs' friend David
Jacoby.

10. As you call imagine,when it wasannouncedin. July 2007that DNA at the scene
appearedto be DNA from the stepfatherof StevieBranch, the presspushedthe
story. There were many news storieswhich reportedthe DNA evidenceand
linked it to Terry Hobbs.

11. Terry hired a spokesmanwho gavemanyinterviewsin responseto the finding of
theDNA evidence.I readnumerousinterviewswer.ethespokespersonwastalking
about the DNA evidenceand whetherTerry could have been involved in the
murders.ThespokespersonwasnamedRossSampson.

12. Terry also gavea numberof interviewsin which he discussedthe DNA evidence
andwhetherhewasinvolved in themurders.I readmanyof theseani.c1es.

13. In someof the articles,Terry complainedthat the Wegt Memphis3 defenseteam
wasruininghis life andreputation.

14. Basedon all of this new evidence,Damien Echols filed a doclUIlent in court
seekingto get his releaseor a new trial. This d.ocumentwas filed sometime in
lateOctoberof 2007or earlyNovemberof 2007.His teamQflawyershelda press
conferenceandannouncedinforoJ.ationaboutthefiling.

15. I believeTerry Hobbswasinvolved in them.urder.s.Someof the reasonsI believe
Hobbswasinvolvedaresetforth below.

16. Hobbshasclaimedthat the first time he metmewasat 6:00PM at DanaMoore's
house when Dana, myself and Bobbs were looking for our children. He has
claimedthatat this time, 6 PM, J saidI wasgoing to call thep<.1liceandreportmy
son missing. Hobbs ha..,,; also stated that he al1d his friend David Jacobywere
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searchingRobin Hood Hills for the boys at 6:00 PM or 6:30 PM. Hobbs'
statementsatefalse.

17. In fact, I metHobbsatmy houseat approximately8:20 or 8:30PM. I knowit was
8:20 or 8:30 PM or �s�o�~ because:(1) DanaMoore had last seenthe boys riding
their bikes around 6:00 PM; and (2) T called the police to report Christopher
missing around 8:08 PM. Simply put, I did not and DanaMoore did not even
think the boys were missingat 6:00 PM or 6:30 PM. At 6:00 PM J was in the
WestMemphiscourthousepicking up my �s�o�n�~ Ryan,who wastestifying in a car
wreck case.Officer ReginaMeekscameover to my houseto takethe reportafter
I called it in.. DanaMoore, the motherof Michael �M�o�o�r�e�~ sawthe polioe carand
cameoverto my houseto reporthersonmissingaswell. As Officer Meekswas
leaving,Hobbswalkedup.

18. I beUevethe reasonthat Hobbs' incorrectstatementsaboutthe time We met and
when he was searchingis so important is becausein fact, Hobbs' whereabouts
from approximately6:00 PM to 8:30 PM are wholly unaccountedfor. David
Jacoby, Hobbs' 'friend, has stated to me that Hobbs came to his house at
approximately5:00 PM andthat as he was openingthe door to let Hobbs �i�n�~ he
saw2 boys on bicyclesand 1 boy on a skateboar.dride by his houseandthat he
believes one of the boys was Stevie. Jacoby has stated that HobbS left at
approximately�6�~�O�O PM or 6:30 PM to seeif Steviehad comehome. No one
knows Hobbs' whereaboutsfrom that time, 6:00 PM or 6;30 PM, until I saw
Hobbs at the my houseat approxi.mately8:30 PM. I believe that Hobbs has
statedthathemetmeat theMooresat 6:00PM sothathehasanalibi for. this time
periodin which his whereaboutsareactuallyunknown. Jacobyalso told methat
hedid not crossthepipebridgeor searchin. thewoodsfor Stevie.

19. Severalyears�a�g�o�~ I was talking to Hobbsandhe madethe statementthatwe had
met for the first time around6:00 PM on May 5, 1993. I told him that no, it was
around8:00 PM. He becameenragedandstartedyelling, "it was6:00PM, it was
6:00 PM." I believehewastrying to convinceme that it was6:00 PM sothathe
would havean alibi, and the fact tbat I knew 'that he was lying senthim into a
rage.

20. HobbSalso failed to tell his wife that Steviewas missinguntil he picked her up
from work at 9:00 PM. This seemsvery strangeto me. Tf a child werem,issing,
themotherwould wantto knowalid I would think the stepfatherwould canherat
work andtell h.erto leavework andcomelook.

21. Fairly soonafterthemurders,I askedHobbsto go with me to shootguns. I knew
he hada 9 mm gun becauseHobbshadtold me aboutit. He claimedhe couldn't
go shootwith me becausehe thoughthis brother-in-law,JackieHicks, Jr., had
stolenhis gun.

22. In Juneof 2007,Hobbsalso statedthat he sawa black male "brun" orossing'the
bridge by Catfish Island, that he had long hair, raggedyclothesand that "he's
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noticeable,that image sticks in frame" for Hobbs. Hobbs also claims that his
wife, Pam,waswith him whenhesawthe blackman.

23. Prior to .Ttme 2007, I am unawareof Hobbs ever having mentionedseeingthe
black manto police or to me or to anyone involvedwith the events.That means
that for 14 years!Hobbshadneversaid anythingaboutthe black manto anyone
who badthepowerto investigatethe sighting. I believethatHobbsis now trying
to throw anothersuspectinto the mix to keepattentlonoff ofhim. However,his
statementis completelyincredible. Why would a fathernot merltion to the police
for 14 years that he had seen a suspiciousman around the location of the
murder.s? It makesno sense,unlessTerry Hobbs is trying to deflect attention
from himself.

24. Hobbs told me many things that were simply llot true around the time of the
murders. He told mehewasliving i.n a differenthouseat thetime of them.urders
than the househe wasactually living in. He told methat Steviewascut from his
earto his jaw andthat the right sideof Stevie'sfacewas gone;thatwasnot true.
Hobbsclaimedhe searchedthewoodswith Officer ReginaMeeksandin fact, she
has statedshedid not ever searchinto the woods becausetherewere too many
mosquitoes.. Hobbshassaidthat he was the first parentto call the police about
themissingboys;thatis not tme.

25. Hobbscalledme and told me that an investigatorfor the WestMemphis3, Ron
Lax., bad called him and told him that the DNA in the ligature of one of the
victims matchedhis DNA. Hobbs told me that he had met with Lax. I asked
Hobbswhy hemetwith Lax, andHobbssaidthathe wentout of curiosity.

26. On one occasion,1 askedHobbs, "What if those three (the West Memphis 3)
didn;t do it, whathappenedif it wasan accident?"Of course,it is preposterousto
think that three8 yearold boys could be killed in the way that theywere and it
wasanaccident.Hobbsresponded:"You areright, it couldhavebeenan accident
and that would be like a drunk. diver, that personwould not be a monster," I
thQughtit was appallingthata father of a victim would attempttQ excusesucha.
vicious murder. It mademe very suspiciousof Hobbs' involvementto seehim.
having sympathy for the murderer and/or explaining that he might not be a
monster.

27. Hobbshastold me thathehasa storageareawherehekeepsthings. I havetried
to gethim to takemethereandhehassaidhewill but heneverwilL"
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I declareunderpenaltythatthe foregoingis true andcorrectandthatthis declarationwas

executedin ShelbyCounty,Termessee.

DECLARATION OF MILDRED FRENCH

I, Mildred French,declareas follows:

1. "My nameis Mildred French. I amovertheageof 21 andcompetentto give this
declaration.

2. All of the information set forth herein is within my personalknowledgeand is
trueandcorrect.

·3. In 1982,I wasa neighborof Terry Hobbsin Hot Springs,Arkansas. I lived in a 2
story duplex next door to Terry Hobbs,his wife, and their child. On different
occasionsin the morningsI caughtTerry standingoutsidelooking at me in my
window.

4. On oneoccasionI hearda babycrying andsoundsthat indicatedto methatTerry
Hobbswasbeatinghis wife andlorhis child. I ran next door to Terry'sunit and
rang the outsidebell to Terry Hobbs' residence.After a moment,Terry opened
thedoor andaskedme with disgustin his voice, "What do you want?" I told him
thatif hetouchedhis wife or his babyagainI wouldcall thepolice.

5. A few monthslater, I hadworkedoutsidein my yard. I went insidemy hometo
takea showerandget cleanedup. I specificallyrememberthat I lockedall of the
screendoorswhenI cameinside. I wentupstairsandtook a shower.While I was
in theshowerI did nothearanythingunusual.

6. When I got out of the shower, I reachedto put on my housecoat, and at that
moment,Terry Hobbs,who had brokenin andsomehowgottenupstairsinto my
bathroom,physicallygrabbedmefrom behindandgrabbedmy breast. I screamed
at Terry loudly, "What areyou doing in my house?"andscreamed"GET OUT."
I kept repeating, loudly, "GET OUT," and Terry hissed "Shhhhhh" at me.
However,I kept yelling for Terry to get out, and ultimately Terry ran out of my
homeandran downstairsinto his unit. The bathroomwindow over my tub was
partially openandmy yelling couldbe heardoutside. I recall a manwasoutside
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acrossthe streetworking in his yard. I believe that Terry intendedto further
molestand/orharm me becausehis actionsanddemeanorindicatedthat washis
goal, but I believemy continuedyelling andscreamingalarmedhim andcaused
him to run off. At the time, I wasafraid thatTerry would rape,harmor evenkill
me.

7. I calledthe police to reportTerry'sbreakin andattack. I believethe police filed
anincidentreporton thematter.

8. I also went that day to Terry's mother-in-lawwho lived nearbyand told her all
whatTerry haddone-- thathehadbrokeninto my homeandhadassaultedme in
my bathroom. I told themother-in-lawthatTerry wasa very sick manandthathe
requiredcounselingimmediately. Themother-in-lawtold methatherfamily was
not in favor of sendingTerry to counseling. Shewasa memberof somesortof
Pentecostalchurch. I told herthenthat I wouldpursuethematterwith thepolice.

9. Thatnight, after I told my landlordabouttheattack,my landlordsetup a meeting
in which bothHobbsandI satdown faceto face in front of the landlord. Terry's
father-in-law was also there. I said to Terry, "tell them what you did to me."
Terry said,"I didn't do nothing." After I articulatedwhatHobbshaddoneto me,
Terry lookedme squarein the eyeandsaidcalmly, "It neverhappened."He was
cool and collectedas he told me it neverhappened. If you had not known for
certainTerry waslying, youwould nothavebeenableto tell by his demeanorthat
hewaslying. I wassickenedandfrightenedby Terry'sability to denyhis horrific
and pervertedactionsandseemso calm in doing so. I lookedat Terry and told
him, "You area liar andyou aresick."

10. Terry lookedbackatmewith cold, deadeyesandsaid,"Yeah,I'm sick."

11. The landlord kicked Terry and his family out of Terry's unit as a result of his
attack.

12. I appearedin court to press chargesagainstTerry Hobbs. Though I do not
rememberthe specifics,I do recall that at the hearingTerry wasorderedto go to
counselingand the matterwas resolvedin that manner. I do not know if Terry
went to counselingbut he was supposedto go to counselingat a facility located
on7th Streetin Hot Springs.

13. I believeTerry was in his early 20s at the time of theseevents. I recall that he
wasa quietly violent andscaryman. I believethatTerry becameangeredbecause
I hadinterferedin his ability to beathis wife andchild at will, andattackedmeas
setforth above,by grabbingmewhile I wasnakedcomingout of theshower,asa
way to punishme for my actionsandto intimidateme into not interfering in his
domesticactsof violencein the future. I wasastoundedby Terry'sviolence,his
willingnessto breakinto my housein broaddaylight, his perversionandevilness
in cominginto my hometo attackme while I wasnakedin the bathroom,andhis
chilling ability to calmly lie aboutwhat he had done. I believedthen that Terry
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wasa violent, abusive,sick predator. I washappywhenthe landlordforcedhim
to moveout of his unit andI am gratefulthat I havenot everagaincrossedpaths
with Terry Hobbs. I recall theseeventseventhoughit hasbeen27 yearsbecause
it wassohorribleandI wassoterrifiedofTerry Hobbs.
