The Natural World—Water, Air, Soil, Minerals, Plant s

| attended the Bible 101 class taught by Har-
old Hughes this summer. Part of it covered the
Social Principles of the United Methodist Church.
Now, | wasn’t expecting to be wowed by reading
what | expected to be a dry, boring text. So imagine
my surprise when | found the 64-page booklet to be
forward thinking, interesting, pertinent to today’s so-
cial problems and inequities. (Harold will tell you
that there is one exception—the treatment of the
LGBT community.) Sharla Chalfant, who was also
in the class, suggested sharing the Principles with
the Quapaw congregation through The View. |
thought it was a great idea, since | can imagine that
many of Quapaw Quarter's members are also unfa-
miliar with our Social Principles.

The Social Principles are not part of the law
of the United Methodist Church, but rather an effort
on the part of the General Conference to speak to
the human issues in the contemporary world.

| will not cover the Preamble, since we occa-
sionally read it during church services. | will start
with:

THE NATURAL WORLD

All creation is the Lord’s, and we are respon-
sible for the ways in which we use and abuse it.
Water, air, soil, minerals, energy resources, plants,
animal life, and space are to be valued and con-
served because they are God’s creation and not
solely because they are useful to human beings.
God has granted us stewardship of creation. We
should meet these stewardship duties through acts
of loving care and respect. Economic, political, so-
cial, and technological developments have in-
creased our human numbers, and lengthened and
enriched our lives. However, these developments
have led to regional defoliation, dramatic extinction
of species, massive human suffering, overpopula-
tion, and misuse and overconsumption of natural
and nonrenewable resources, particularly by indus-
trialized societies. This continued course of action
jeopardizes the natural heritage that God has en-
trusted to all generations. Therefore, let us recog-
nize the responsibility of the church and its mem-
bers to place a high priority on changes in eco-
nomic, political, social, and technological lifestyles
to support a more ecologically equitable and sus-
tainable world leading to a higher quality of life for
all of God'’s creation.

A) Water, Air, Soil, Minerals, Plants

We support and encourage social policies
that serve to reduce and control the creation of in-
dustrial byproducts and waste; facilitate the safe
processing and disposal of toxic and nuclear waste
and move toward the elimination of both; encourage
reduction of municipal waste; provide for appropri-
ate recycling and disposal of municipal waste; and
assist the cleanup of polluted air, water, and soil.
We call for the preservation of old-growth forests
and other irreplaceable natural treasures, as well as
preservation of endangered plant species. We sup-
port measures designed to maintain and restore
natural ecosystems. We support policies that de-
velop alternatives to chemicals used for growing;
processing and preserving food, and we strongly
urge adequate research into their effects upon
God'’s creation prior to utilization. We urge develop-
ment of international agreements concerning equi-
table utilization of the world’s resources for human
benefit so long as the integrity of the earth is main-
tained. We are deeply concerned about the privati-
zation of water resources, the bottling of water to be
sold as a commodity for profit, and the resources
that go into packaging bottled water. We urge all
municipalities and other governmental organizations
to develop processes for determining sustainability
of water resources and to determine the environ-
mental, economic, and social consequences of pri-
vatization of water resources prior to the licensing
and approval thereof.

B) Energy Resources Utilization

Affirming the inherent value of nonhuman
creation, we support and encourage social policies
that are directed toward rational and restrained
transformation of parts of the nonhuman world into
energy for human usage and that de-emphasize or
eliminate energy-producing technologies that en-
danger the health, the safety, and even the exis-
tence of the present and future human and nonhu-
man creation. Further, we urge wholehearted sup-
port of the conservation of energy and responsible
development of all energy resources, with special
concern for the development of renewable energy
sources, that the goodness of the earth may be af-
firmed.
